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POLICY ON PUBLIC POLICY FOR A NONPROFIT ORGANIZATION
Every 2 years, the Evergreen Conservancy will survey the membership of the organization to develop a list of suggested public policy priorities for the up coming year. Based on this input and input from the Evergreen Conservancy’s Board, issues will be decided and ranked in order of importance. The priorities serve to establish the public policy framework which must be approved by the Board. 

All advocacy activities for that 2 year period should fall under the current priority issues.

In circumstances where immediate public policy attention is required, the chair of the Board may make decisions on behalf of the Board on specific bills and issues.

Only the Board president may speak on behalf of Evergreen Conservancy or take action on local, state, or federal public policy issues unless the President delegates another person to speak or a majority of the Board votes to allow another Board member to do so.

Evergreen Conservancy is a nonprofit organization. As such, the Evergreen Conservancy does not support or oppose candidates for public office or political parties and only acts on issues related to the organization’s mission and its current public policy framework.
